2) A cumulative GPA of 2.00 on a 4.00 scale or higher.

Students entering with an A'S. in: Environmental Science Technology (ENVSC-AS), Building Construction & Design (ARCH-AS),
Engineering Technology (ENG-AS) or Hospitality Management (HMGT-AS)discipline, are automatically admissible to this program.*
